Introduction and Objectives:

The cutt.inlg);a\;ill be comprised of approximately 26 acres, 25 acres in Seo.
30 and 1 acre in Sec. 19. The compartment will be bounded on the North partial.
1y by an old logzing road and a break in the terrain sdjacent to the Sturgeon
River Valley, on the East by the loop road which separates it from Study # 31,
on the South by a painted red line and on the West by a stream running NW. The
soil is Champion Silt Loam. The timber is of the northern hardwood type, pre-
dominately sugar maple, yellow birch and lesser amounts of red maple, hemlock
and cedar. The 1961 C.F.I. plot estimates show a volume of 3,62L.2 b.f. net
(Int. %" Rule) per acre of sawlog trees 11" d.b.h. and larger; a cubic foot vol-
ume per acre of 2,488.66 cu.ft. net in all trees 5" d.b.h. and larger; a basal
area of 137.87 sq.ft. in trees 5" and larger. .Only h C.F.I. plots are located
in this compartment, therefore an additional L plots will be installed to increase
the sample, |

A large volume of cull and highly defestive trees are present in the stand.
The 1961 C.F.I. estimates show LG% cull in trees 11" d.b.h. and larger, The re-
moval of these cull md defective trees will improve the stand, allowing for in-
creased growth in the remaining trees as well as replagement by new growing stock.
The harvest will have little effect upon the net volume of the stand as only high-
ly defective trees will be removed.
Proceduress

The compartment will be mapped and boundaries clearly marked before marking
begins. Each marked tree will be tallied by species, d.b.h. length and soundness.

The maricing of timber for harvest was completed by July 1, 1965. Mr.
Francis Yomggren o'f‘ Covington, Michigan Iu"emt'ru‘ud for logging the tﬁut.
As both merchantable and cull logs were to be sawn in the Omter sawmill he
agreed on a prise of $3.60 per ton P.0.B, Alberta sammill and would pay stump-
age at the rate of 3.50 per cord emn all pulpwood. Mr. Younggren commenced log-
ging at the end of October continuing through the widdle of Decesber. He resum-
od cperations in May of 1966 cempleting the job by the end of May 1966,

Tables L and 5 show the volume m& nlno of products removed as well as
eamings by the eontractor. Oa Jume 16, 1966 four additional 1/5 A. inventory
plots were installed to increase the samplae.
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
